
 
   Within the last few months, EMREF (the Emergency Medicine Research and Education Foundation) has been 
reactivated. After it was certified as a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization, a Board of Directors was appointed, a 
logo was chosen, a web site created, an office site and staff identified, and short and long term goals set. The 
Board of Directors has met via conference call monthly to evaluate a variety of proposed research and educational 
projects such as gun violence prevention, Emergency Nurses training programs, and several projects to insure that 
Emergency Physicians assume leadership positions in disaster planning, training courses, and management. These 
and other projects will be discussed in more detail in subsequent issues of Lifeline and on our web page. We have 
also been exploring ways of generating the necessary revenue to support these projects through grants, 
endowments, educational program fees and fund raisers.
